	What do Christians believe God is like? 
· Children will identify what a parable is. 
· They will learn to tell the story of the Lost Son from the Bible and recognise that Christians see God as a forgiving Father. 
· Children will learn how Christians put their beliefs into practice in worship.
	Why does Christmas matter to Christians?
· Children will learn about why Christmas is so important to the Christian faith. 
· They will learn to give a clear, simple account of the story of Jesus’ birth and will gain an understanding of why Jesus is important for Christians. 
· Children will think about the ways in which Christians use the story of the Nativity to guide their beliefs and actions at Christmas.

· Children will explore the idea of ‘creation’, an idea that many people (Jews, Christians and Muslims) believe in.

· Find out what many Jewish people do in the home on Shabbat, including preparation for Shabbat, candles, blessing the children, wine, challah
· bread, family meal, rest. 
· Explore how some Jewish people call it the ‘day of delight’, and celebrate God’s creation (God rested on the seventh day).
· Look at some stories from the Jewish Bible (Tenakh) which teach about God looking after his people (e.g. the call of Samuel (1 Samuel 3);David and Goliath (1 Samuel 17)).
